Most 

Holy Mary, Mediatrix of all graces, intercede for our beloved Motherland 

before the throne of Almighty God: that His peace may reign on our national 

frontiers; that the people of India may live in harmony within diversity of their 

cultures, customs and beliefs and that many may be led to acknowledge as 

their personal Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ your Son who lives and reigns with 

God our Father and the Holy Spirit forever and ever.
